[image: image2.png]Zero as an Exponent:
- A nonzero number to the zero power is ALWAYS 1
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NOTE:

‘When simplifying terms with negative exponents, it is easiest to create a fraction
first.... Then:
If the negative exponent is in the numerator (on top), move it to the
denominator (the bottom) and make the exponent positive

If the negative exponent is in the denominator (on bottom), move it to the
numerator (the top) and make the exponent positive

ALSO:

If the entire fraction is raised to a negative power, flip the fraction and make the
external exponent positive
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
